Director Daigo Matsui, who serves as the programmer for the Kitakyushu International Film Festival 2024, is responsible
for selecting the films and determining the screening schedule.Known for his work across a variety of fields including film, theater,
and radio, we spoke to him about his feelings for his hometown and the festival.
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You spent your childhood in Wakamatsu, Kitakyushu. Do you have any memories from that time?

| remember going to look for kappa (mythical creatures) with my brother since Takatozan was nearby. My mother’s
family is from Wakamatsu, so I've returned there almost every year. Even now, | still visit Hakusan Shrine in Wakamatsu
for New Year’s greetings.

Could you tell us about a movie you loved as a child or any formative experiences that influenced your current work?
The first movie | saw in a theater was Doraemon. | was drawn to stories where fantasy exists within everyday life, and |
loved not only the feature-length films but also the manga and anime, and | admired the creator, Fujiko F. Fujio. | also
loved stuffed toys and would line them up on my bed, giving each one a name and playing pretend. | used to come up
with my own stories, draw manga, and later got involved in theater after entering university. | think those activities and
the people | met along the way eventually led me to creative work in both film and theater.

Could you share any memories from filming *Our Huff and Puff Journey* in Kitakyushu, and why you chose it as the
location?

The story is about a group of high school girls from a rural area who set out on bicycles to Tokyo for a concert by their
favorite band. When we were deciding which rural area to use, the Kitakyushu Film Commission read the script and
closely suggested starting the journey from Wakamatsu, where | was born. They thoroughly read the script, provided
location ideas for each scene, and | felt | wanted to make this film with this team. They gave us incredible support
during the shoot, and I'm very grateful. The Wakato Bridge has always been a symbol of home for me, but seeing the
girls setting off on their bicycles from there was really moving.

What was your impression of the city when you returned as a director?

The places where | used to play as a child and the everyday scenery of my hometown that I'd always seen felt incredibly
precious to me. It made me realize once again how fortunate | am to work in film, where professional staff can capture
those moments on screen and share them with others.

Why did you choose "perspectives for the future" as the theme for your film selection at the festival?

Since this is a relatively new film festival, | wanted it to provide a new film experience that could shake the values of
people who haven’t had much exposure to film, especially younger generations, and offer a small spark for their future.
Film has the power to express a wide range of emotions, and how people interpret it can vary greatly. In the space of a
theater, some may laugh at a certain scene, while others may cry. | want everyone to enjoy the films freely, from their
own unique perspective.

Could you tell us about the films in your selection this time?

*Ghost Tropic* is a film that deeply moved me this year. It tells the story of a woman who misses the last train and walks
home from the final station. Although it takes place over just one night, her interactions with the people she meets left
alasting impression on me. That single night captures a whole life, and even though it’s a story set in a distant country
across the sea, | felt the film has the power to resonate with people around the world. *Yanagawa®, set in Yanagawa City
in Fukuoka Prefecture, is directed by Chinese filmmaker Zhang Lu. His unique perspective beautifully captures the
charm of Yanagawa and the connections between its people, and | found it intriguing to see how he portrayed the
Yanagawa | know. *Just Remembering* is one of my own films, and when *Remain in Twilight* was screened at Kokura
Showakan, | promised Mr. Higuchi that | would return with this film next time. However, due to the fire at Showakan, it
couldn’t be screened before, so I'm very happy to finally be able to show it to the people of Kitakyushu at this festival.
What are your hopes for the future of the Kitakyushu International Film Festival and Kitakyushu City?

I hope the festival will continue to grow, involving young people and gaining momentum for years to come. I've been
involved in theater for a long time, and I've always felt that Kitakyushu has a very open and welcoming theater culture.
So, | quietly think that if we combine theater with other forms of art, it could help the overall culture grow and become
even more enjoyable.

Despite the ongoing urban development in regional cities, Kitakyushu has maintained warm, personal connections
between its people, and the city’s landscape has a certain kindness to it. | hope that these qualities remain unchanged.

A renowned director, Isshin Inudo has won numerous accolades, including Best Picture and Best Director at the Japan Academy Award
s for films like Zero Focus. At this year’s Kitakyushu International Film Festival, he serves as both a programmer and workshop instructor.
We spoke with him about his deep passion for film.
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Do you have any memories of Kitakyushu City?

My parents are from a place called Youra Sagara Village, located on the way to Itsuki Village in the remote areas of
Hitoyoshi City, Kumamoto Prefecture. I've visited Kyushu countless times. Whether for personal or work reasons,
I've been to many places in Fukuoka, Miyazaki, Kagoshima, and Oita. I've visited Fukuoka more often than
anywhere else except Kumamoto, but this will be my first time in Kitakyushu City. I'm really looking forward to it.
Could you share your thoughts on selecting films like Zero Focus and The Unnameable Dance for your lineup?
The author of Zero Focus, Seicho Matsumoto, was a significant figure who highlighted the human frailty of getting
carried away by the rising national power as Japan pursued postwar recovery. He portrayed how even a small
mistake could lead to one’s downfall, offering a major lesson to the Japanese people who were caught up in the
euphoria of rapid economic growth. His works were deeply influenced by the lingering shadow of war, which
resonated with readers as a shared experience.

Matsumoto warned of the dangers of the forward-driven mindset, where growth was seen as the ultimate goal,
urging the importance of pausing and reflecting. He was a genius at skillfully blending societal critique with
entertainment, and Zero Focus is one of his finest works that most clearly showcases this ability.

The Unnameable Dance is my first independent film in 30 years, with my wife as the producer.

What emanates from Min Tanaka’s body is something that can only be achieved through time. Now approaching
80 years old, Tanaka-san shapes his body for dance through his daily life in farming, throwing himself into the
dance as he seeks answers that may never come. What | found most important was his attitude—his deep
understanding of the value of things that can only be attained over time. This attitude stands as a powerful
message in contrast to today’s economy-driven, fast-paced world, where quick solutions are often seen as
superior. | hope the audience can view this as a key point in the film.

The Kitakyushu International Film Festival will also be held at the historic Kokura Showakan Cinema in Kitakyushu.
Could you share your memories or thoughts on movie theaters?

In 1973, when | was in my first year of middle school, Pia, a magazine dedicated to film and entertainment news,
was born in Tokyo. It had comprehensive information on all the movie theaters and repertory cinemas across
Tokyo. It was like a treasure map. After school, with a *Pia* in hand, | began my journey to visit the repertory
cinemas. My first vivid repertory cinema experience was at the lidabashi Ginrei Hall, where | watched a double
feature of Fellini’'s Roma and The Conformist. | was immersed in Fellini’s sense of freedom, and the lighting by
Vittorio Storaro in *The Conformist* clearly showed me what cinema could be. There was a time when | felt that
movie theaters were everything in life.

You are also participating as a lecturer for the citizen-participation project, Kitakyushu NEXT Movie Workshop.
What do you expect from those who will be responsible for filmmaking in the future?

Filmmaking is the accumulation of passion, ideas, skills, and connections with people. There’s no such thing as
getting everything right on your first try. But | believe the quality and presence of a film are determined by how
sincere, honest, and straightforward the creators are in their approach. Without getting carried away or rushing,
by planning carefully and steadily completing one thing at a time, the film will naturally come together. | hope that
those involved will face filmmaking with "sincerity."

What are your hopes for the future of Kitakyushu City and the Kitakyushu International Film Festival?

Supporting young people and valuing the passion of older generations for film—both should be done 100%,
without prioritizing one over the other. Cinema transcends generations and shines a light on each and every
resident of the "country of cinema." | hope the festival will take its time to explore what can be done for the
people of this country of cinema.
